Some of us will support the medical team/doctors by filling out forms, weighing people, and dispensing
medications. Some will use their strengths (or maybe some are not even so strong) to help in construction
projects by carrying rocks, mixing cement, digging trenches and shoveling dirt. Some will paint the inside and
outside of a new church building. Some will spend time with the children and adults doing crafts and projects
while family members wait to see a doctor.

My role on this trip is supporting and helping to organize the craft activities with other team members. We
spend time with the children and family members who wait for relatives to see the doctors. We play
and teach games and demonstrate crafts to the many who gather near the church or clinic. Sometimes
people have traveled a great distance to see a doctor and must sit or stand and wait to be seen for many

hours and it can be a very |l ong day for everyone. We

Yarn, sticks, Fruit Loops to
string, pictures to color, bubbles, balloons, balls, a simple game of Duck, Duck, Goose (Pato, Pato, Gonso)
and soccer become a happy and busy time for children and adults. Children of all ages are sharing time
together, smiling and laughing.
